Last fall, four backpackers became the first to
thru -hike the visionary 140-Mile Knobstone Trail in Southern Indiana. The Hoosier
Hiker's Council, a trail -building organization, has been working to establish and build
this long route in our state, by negotiating with private land owners to acquire prop-
erty and easements, as well as public forest managers to allow passage of the

trail. A key milestone of this work has been reached, as it is now possible to totally
hike the entire route, self -supported, without any trespassing of private land, or
violation of public land use and camping rules. But there are some caveats: one
must be willing to do some amount of bush -whacking and travel on barely visible
paths, have a good GPS and navigational skills, and, at times, willing to do some
long road-walks. Join us as we give an overview of the status of its construc-

tion, discuss howto plan your own 140-mile Knobstone backpack, and go through
some entertaining photo highlights of the trail from the thru  -hike.

Trip Reports

June 12 -20, 2010 Black Hills South Dakota

Our group of nine met early
Saturday on the northwest side
of Indy for the 1100 mile drive
to southwest South Dakota. We
spent the first night in Mitchell,
SD, home of the famed Corn
Palace which we visited the
next morning before heading
out.

On Saturday we passed through
thunderstorms, but on Sunday,
a few miles west of Mitchell,

we found the east bound lanes
of 1-90 under water. We had
showers on and off all day in-
cluding during the scenic drive
through the Badlands which
were the greenest they had
been in June for years. On the
edge of Badlands National Park
is Wall, SD, home of the legen-
dary Wall Drug Store where we
had lunch. We left Wall in a
hard rain and headed for Mount
Rushmore. It was still raining
when we arrived, so the crowds
were not bad and we were able
to see Mt. Rushmore between
the clouds as they drifted past
the Presidents. We hopped
back in the van and headed for
Hill City where we had motel
reservations for Sunday night.
With all the rain we were glad
wedd not deci

ded

night.

It was still raining when Monday
morning arrived, so we called
to check the trail conditions at
Custer State Park. We were
told they were in good shape
and we would not have stream
crossing problems. With this
news we proceeded out to Cus-
ter State Park where we had
planned to do an 8 mile loop
trail to Harney Peak the highest
point in South Dakota. At 7,242
feet, Harney Peak promised
spectacular views, but we had
to take the word of the trail
guide because, thanks to the
clouds, we could only see about
50 yards. However, it still felt
good to get out and stretch our
legs after two days in the van.

That night we camped in a
campground near the trail head
for the start of our hike. The

rain had ended and we had two
nice campsites in the heart of
the black pines which are com-
mon to the area. We awoke

the next morning to the gobble
of a turkey, clear skies and
temperatures in
After a large breakfast we
headed to the trailhead where
Jeff and Ken dropped us off. As
the rest of us hit the trail, they
headed to Hill City to meet the
outfitter handling the shuttle.

Our first day of hiking consisted
to camp that

of 8.5 miles of forest hiking
trending downhill to the Iron
Creek Horseman Camp ( which
also had tent camping). At one
point we had a great view of
Mount Rushmore about a mile
and a half away. We passed lots
of rock formations and a few
trail riders during the day.
Shortly after lunch at a tricky
creek crossing Jeff and Ken
caught up with us. They had
made great time considering we
had a two hour head start. Our
camp grounds that night had
tables and a nice mountain
stream winding through the
middle of it. Only one other

site was being used that eve-
ning and we saw several deer.

Day 2 was our longest day. We
hiked 13 miles from forest to
scattered trees and more roll-
ing terrain. The half way point
brought us to Legion Lake
where we had lunch and a cold
drink. The hike from here took
us through the roughest part of
the trail including a tough up-
hill and a very steep, rocky de-
sceny, Eneg downdorthe foweg s

very nice and next to a large
stream.

The nice stream looked differ-
ent the morning of day 3 when
we had to cross it twice. The
current was very swift and it
was from 2 to 2.5 feet deep and
about 15 feet wide, but with
team work we all made it
across without difficulty. This
day brought another change in
terrain. The scenery became
much more open with larger
meadows, several of which had
prairie dog colonies. We also
saw deer, elk and antelope.
After 11 miles we came to the
gate separating Custer State
Park and Wind Cave National
Park backcountry which was

mostly open and rolling. We
picked a knoll a little out of the
30 mile an hour winds we had
by this time to camp, but still
with a great view and we saw
several antelope just inside
Custer.

Day 4 was our last day on the
trail and the shortest at only 6
miles. The terrain changed
again to an open rolling prairie.
Along the way we passed
through a couple of buffalo
herds. Our last mile took us
through a grassy valley to the
waiting van. We headed to the
campground where we had
lunch, cleaned up and then
headed to Wind Cave for a tour
covering the history and various
cave sites. Since it was still
early when we finished the

tour, we loaded up and headed
back to Custer State Park for
the scenic drive where we saw
hundreds of buffalo and herds
of wild donkeys. We finished
the day in the town of Custer
with a good meal.

The next morning we started
the long trip home by way of
northern Nebraska. We
stopped at Ash Fall State Park
where paleontologists have
been excavating a water hole
that was buried in a volcanic
eruption thousands of years
ago. The eruption buried nu-
merous animals under about 20
feet of ash. The site is under
roof and you can see the ex-
posed remains.
